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Agree: 1 think that teachers should permit us to use electronic books because electronic books are lighter
than paper books. When we take classes with textbooks and read books, we have to bring a lot of books to
school every day. However, if we can read books with our own device, it becomes more useful and less stress
on our bodies.

Disagree: Some students have devices that they can use freely outside of home, but others do not. There is
a difference, so teachers should not permit us to use electronic books at all. If they permit it, students with
devices might bully other students. Additionally, students who do not have devices might steal devices from

other students. It becomes bigger problems, so [ think that we should not change the rule.
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I agree with this idea. I have three ideas. Firstly, we can carry digital books easily. Paper
books are heavy, and it is too much work for us to take them to our school every morning.
Secondly, we don't have a lot of books if we use digital books. When we want to look up a
word, we can

use a digital device and dictionary without a big paper one. Thirdly, digital books have many
functions. For example, we can listen to native speaking if we use a digital English textbook.
In English class, teachers must teach students pronunciation. However, most of them are not
native speakers. Because of this, digital books will help them teaching English. Therefore, I
agree with this idea.
